She also decided that she wanted to go into full time training in dance and musical theatre. She auditioned successfully for different dance schools around the country but gained a full scholarship for the "Hammond school of Dance" in Chester.
 
 
Over the next three years Joanne was trained with some of the best teachers and dancers in Europe and took exams in Spanish dancing (where they brought the examiners over from Spain!). After the three years of training was over Joanne received a higher level 6 award in Professional dance.
 
Joanne went on to tour with the "tour de van" dance company. A musical theatre act which travelled to Paris around England and Germany. Joanne was chosen in this time to perform in the hit musical "42nd street" which toured for 6 months. She was also chosen to understudy for the main part in Guys and dolls which was a huge honour.
 
Joanne has been teaching in lots of different schools since the age of 16, she decided that she loved working with young people in dance and decided to get a qualification for teaching. She auditioned to for the British Ballet organisations teacher training scheme. She received a level 4 diploma in dance teaching.
 
Joanne decided to move to Ireland to work with the "stepping out" salsa company based in Dublin. She also had training in how to teach salsa to adults in Dublin. She then taught 4 days a week for the next year which give her invaluable teaching experience as well as teaching ballet jazz and hip for local schools when she met with Liz Shannon of Broadway dance Doolin.
 
Joanne still works closely with Liz and they have the same mission in Dance. To give quality teaching in a fun and friendly learning environment.
